Staff Training
Clinical and N=non-clinical staff have carried out infection control e-learning modules. Clinical staff have also received an infection control and hand hygiene update from the IFC lead in March 2018. Some non-clinical staff received hand hygiene training from the IFC lead in March 2018.

Policies, Procedures and Guidelines
Policies relating to Infection Prevention and Control will be reviewed every two years and as current advice changes.

Patients
We aim to share information with our patients and a copy of this annual statement will be available on our practice website. We will notify patients of any potential seasonal outbreaks via patient information in the waiting room and on our website.
